I prefer this template because Madeline Hunter's eight steps have stood the test of time. Below is a brief description of each element. Understanding these components will add to your understanding of how to plan a lesson.
Each part of a lesson plan should fulfill some purpose in communicating the specific content.  When completing think of a substitute following the plan that will help you be more specific.

	Look up your state learning standards.  Once you find them save on your favorites and save on your computer if possible.  EVERYTHING MUST START WITH YOUR STANDARDS.  Example - A:A2.4 Apply knowledge and learning styles to positively influence school performance

	State how you will provide additional help (i.e., group work, assist individually, visuals projected, graphic organizers) to struggling students.  The statement should consider all learning styles and students not just special education students.  

	EEI (ESSENTIAL ELEMENTS OF INSTRUCTION) - LESSON PLAN ELEMENTS REQUIRED:

	Objective 
	Learning Objective – Create your objective directly from your standard above to ensure that everything is aligned.  A fully developed objective must be measurable in order to validate your assessments.
ABCD formula:

A. Audience - Who should perform (The students will be able to…..TSWBAT)

B. Behavior – what would like your learner to do (refer to your Blooms verbs)

C. Conditions - learner will encounter in performing (textbook, journal, computer, graphic organizer, what will they have available to them)

D. Degree – what degree do you want them to perform at?  How well should students perform (percentage, time, at least three times, without error).  
Example based on the standard above:  The students will take a learning style quiz and write a 5 sentence paragraph on how the learning style knowledge can help to improve their school performance.


	Anticipatory Set


	Anticipatory Set - A short activity or prompt that focuses the students' attention before the actual lesson begins. Used when students enter the room or in a transition. A hand-out given to students at the door, review question written on the board, "two problems" on the overhead are examples of the anticipatory set.  In other words, HOOK YOUR STUDENTS ON THE UP COMING TOPIC.  Consider the following for your Anticipatory Set:
• web, KWL or graphic organizer

• role play

• questions

• reading story

• examples

• discovery

• cooperative structure

• journal writing

• brainstorming

• mental imagery

	 Determination of whether students have "got it" before proceeding. It is essential that students practice doing it right so the teacher must know that students understand before proceeding to practice. If there is any doubt that the class has not understood, the concept/skill should be retaught before practice begins. 
This is the best to list your essential questions that go beyond mere recall.  You want to probe for the higher levels of understanding...to ensure memory network binding and transfer. Questions progress from the lowest to the highest of the six levels of the cognitive domain of the Taxonomy of Educational Objectives: knowledge, comprehension, application, analysis, synthesis, and evaluation.

	

	Independent Practice


	Independent Practice - Once students have mastered the content or skill from the guided practice it is time to provide for your real assignment. It may be home work or group or individual work in class. It can be utilized as an element in a subsequent project. It just needs to be detailed enough to show each step, different and/or skill/concept that is aligned to your objective and standard(s). The failure to do this result in most student failure to apply something learned. 
Students demonstrate that the lesson objective has been met by practicing what was taught.

Follow-up Activities: Indicate how other activities/materials will be used to reinforce and extend this lesson. Include homework, assignments, and projects.

	Closure


	Closure - Those actions or statements by a teacher that are designed to bring a lesson presentation to an appropriate conclusion. Used to help students bring things together in their own minds, to make sense out of what has just been taught. "Any questions? No. OK, let's move on" is not closure. Instructional strategies may include:
• ticket out the door or exit ticket
• picture or design

*Assessment/Rubrics
	Describe how you will determine the extent to which students have attained the instructional objective. Be sure this part is directly connected to the behavior called for in the instructional objective. 
Check for Understanding - Verification and confirmation techniques vary for different levels of understanding. Below is a possible list, however, you want to provide more details:
• thumbs up and down

• question/answer

• comprehension

• sampling students

• cooperative structure

• choral responding

• think trix

• question matrix

• questioning – recall, application, analysis, synthesis, evaluation

	MATERIALS AND RESOURCES

	Instructional Materials (handouts, etc.)
	Materials and Equipment: List all materials and equipment to be used by both the teacher and learner and how they will be used.

	Resources
	Information about how you will acquire the physical materials required (test below, rubric below, websites etc etc).

Information about how to obtain any special permissions and schedules required. For example if your lesson plan will require a field trip, you must know how to organize it. If your lesson will require a guest speaker (fire chief, lawyer, police officer, etc.) you must know how to make arrangements for having that person be at the right place at the right time.


If you have done the preliminary work of creating your unit plan, the lesson plan is relatively easy. There are a number of questions you must answer in the creating the plan:

1. What are the inputs? This means you have the information (content description, student characteristics, list of materials, prerequisites, etc.) necessary to begin the plan.
2. What is the output? The measurable objective aligned with the standard that gives a description of what the students are supposed to learn.

3. How will the learning be measured? From the objective determine the assessment procedure at the end of the lesson. 
4. What do I do? To help the students learn describe what instructional strategies (activities) you will use.
5. What do the students do? In order to be successful on the assessment describe what the students will do during the lesson.
Each part of a lesson plan should fulfill some purpose in communicating the specific content, the objective, the learning prerequisites, what will happen, the sequence of student and teacher activities, the materials required, and the actual assessment procedures. Taken together, these parts constitute an end (the objective), the means (what will happen and the student and teacher activities), and an input (information about students and necessary resources). At the conclusion of a lesson, the assessment tells the teacher how well students actually attained the objective.

In a diagram, the process looks something like this:

Input ======>process=====>output
